This painting is a symbolic representation of the Koori Court. The artist used traditional Aboriginal symbols to represent the important people and other elements that make up the Koori Court system. The series of circles within circles at the centre of the ‘shield’ shaped table is a symbol for a meeting place. Each person in the court room is represented in the same way (the red symbols) indicating that everyone is on a more even footing in this court system. The message sticks (II) beside each of the people seated at the table show us that everyone is able to have their say in the Koori Court, including the Indigenous  Australian person appearing before the court.
