Neighbourhood Justice Centre (NJC)

The Neighbourhood Justice Centre (NJC) was established and currently operates in Collingwood, Victoria. Commencing in January 2007, the NJC began as a pilot to reflect a growing interest in addressing the underlying causes of offending behaviour as well as improving access to justice. 

The NJC is a unique community justice centre that incorporates a multi-jurisdictional court that provides access to a broad range of services that can be delivered to assist defendants, victims and the local community. 

Specifically, the NJC provides:
· a Court;
· on-site support services for witnesses, victims, defendants and local residents;
· mediation;
· crime prevention programs for the City of Yarra;
· community meeting facilities.
Mediation

Provided by the Dispute Settlement Centre of Victoria (DSCV), Mediation at the NJC is available to residents, community organisations and government departments and agencies within the Yarra municipality. 

The DSCV mediation coordinator is based at the NJC and:

· acts as an initial point of assessment and information;
· coordinates mediation processes; 

· promotes and undertakes local skill development, community education and training;
· encourages systemic and cultural change in the way government departments and community agencies resolve conflicts.
